Historical formation of minority groups in early modern Japan, and the modern society: In this course, the history of early
modern Japan will be studied in relation to various minority groups. Students will look at specific cases of discrimination
against social minority groups and their participation in campaigns against such discrimination in the Japanese modernization
process. Lectures will pay special attention to measures that seemed to be attempts to remove discrimination against
minority groups but resulted in new suppression. In addition, minority groups’ attitude toward those measures will be taken
into consideration. Lectures and field works will be given or done as specifically as possible, looking at cases found in, among

other cities, Kyoto, KIT is located.

first lesson where guidance and a questionnaire will be given.
