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In this class, we will watch BBC (British Broadcasting Corporation) video news each time to help the students familiarized
with British English pronunciation and usage, as well as to deepen their understanding of a wide range of contemporary
topics. Although we Japanese are mainly familiar with American English in English classrooms, there are many speakers of
British English in cross-cultural interactions in Japan and in real settings around the world. In this class, we will watch BBC
News and be exposed to the Englishes of the diverse British population, from the English of newscasters to the Englishes of
city people answering the interviews. By doing so, we hope to overcome our lack of confidence in British English and develop
flexible language skills that allow us to listen carefully to and respond to any characteristics of the world Englishes.

Since the theme of this course is“English for Sciences and Humanities," we will cover many news topics about science and
technology in this class. Also, we use "Introduction to Science," the common textbook in our class. In each class, we will read
aloud several pages from Chapter 3 "Phenomena around us and Energy" and work on a quiz.
