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The political, economic, and social situation in the United States is a daily topic in the news media, but there are few
opportunities to learn more about the U.S. history in the Japanese educational curriculum through high school or in the
Japanese news media. The history of the United States from its birth to its development is a microcosm of international
affairs since the 18th century. To study it is important for understanding current U.S. society and world affairs. In this course,
we will review U.S. history from the pre-founding period to the late 1800s from the perspectives of Caucasians, African
Americans, and Native Americans. Specifically, we will focus on important historical events and incidents, and examine their
background and consequences from the perspective of each ethnic group. We will aim to deepen our interest in and
understanding of history, and to gain a deeper understanding of modern society, by imagining the circumstances and meaning
of past events and the thoughts of the people of that time from our perspective. The class will be conducted in Japanese.
