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In China, many languages are spoken including Turkish-Chinese and Mongolian-Chinese. The language commonly known as
Chinese is one of Han Chinese languages. Han Chinese languages consist of many dialects that are so different that people
cannot communicate each other. The Chinese language learned in this course is called “Putongha (Mandarin Chinese)”
based on the Beijing dialect. A textbook used in this course gives weight to pronunciation. After learning correct pronunciation
and basic grammar using such a textbook, students should seek to become able to practically communicate in Chinese.
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Students should understand an outline of the Chinese language and should become familiar with its characteristics.
Students should practice pronunciation of many Chinese phonemes, master correct pronunciation and become able to catch
spoken basic phonemes.

Students should obtain vocabulary of such basic words and master such basic grammar as will provide foundation for their
study of the Chinese language.

Students should develop basic Chinese conversation skills and their abilities to read and understand simple Chinese
narratives.
