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We will question ourselves what is maral,and research some suggestions for the moral education in this lecture.Students will
learn the historical contents of japanese moral education ,on which they are expected to express the results of learning and
their comments.We will also try to find good contents and suitable class processes which contribute to reflect on "life" in
school.
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Students should summarize their respective tasks assigned by the teacher, to the extent of their understanding, and present
such summaries.

Students should be able to make frank comments on other students’ presentations.

Students should interact one another on the premise that all of them are inquirers.
