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In this class, we will outline the history, philosophy (missions), and practice of exhibitions in museums (art museums, natural
and science museums, and historical museums), and acquire the basic knowledge to actually engage in exhibitions.

Art galleries and museums are places where artifacts are collected, stored, and the actual state of investigative research is
made public, and they are places of diverse learning that are open to public. By considering the missions and activity policies
of each museum, the contents and methods of exhibitions, and the messages contained in the exhibitions, students will gain
a basic understanding of what museums are in society and their roles and functions.

The teacher in charge has about 20 years of experience working as a museum curator, and makes use of that experience to
give lectures on this museology class while giving concrete examples in an art museum.
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Acquire the knowledge and skills related to theories and methods related to the history of exhibitions, and acquire the basic
skills related to museum exhibition functions.
