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The aesthetic character of art is not limited to their beauty. Not only beauty but also various kinds of aesthetic character -
such as glace, sublime, tragic, comical etc.- has been categorized in European philosophical aesthetics and theory of art.
Additionally, some unique kinds of character has been categorized and analyzed as Japanese proper aesthetic categories in
Japanese philosophy and theory of art.

In this lecture, interpreting works of arts -such as painting, sculpture, music, theater, dance, literature, architecture,
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| design, etc.-, we make clear the significance and meaning of different kinds of aesthetic categories.
