This
course is designed to train students in the skills and knowledge required for practical work, and includes face-to-face
interactive practice. As invited licensed architects provide individual student guidance, this course fosters the same standard

of professional knowledge as is achieved through actual work experience. Licensed (ikkyu kenchiku shi) architects with

extensive real-world experience facilitate the class.
