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This course aims to enjoy the close reading of literary works (texts). Students are encouraged to share their personal
experiences of reading with others and to enjoy thinking about unanswerable questions while discussing.

In this class, all participants take time to peruse the texts, moving back and forth between text and context. As texts reflect
the society in which they are produced and read, it is expected that the experience of trying to understand the conscious and
unconscious messages woven into the texts (close reading) will consequently lead to an improvement in reading
comprehension skills.
