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1. Students are required to prepare for each class. In class, a test will be administered to assess how well
they have understood the required preparatory material.
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Grades will be based on the result of assignments in class.
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2. After the class, students are expected to review the test and exercises to ensure they have memorized the vocabulary.
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Class A is intended for students with a TOEIC score below 630, while Class B is for those with a score of 630 or higher.
Students should enroll in the class that best matches their proficiency level. Be sure to check the Moodle page for each class
carefully for details on the course structure and other important information before registering. (The course content may be
adjusted based on students' level of understanding.)

Students should register for and make an effort to take the public TOEIC test conducted between April and July 2025.
Important announcements may be posted, so be sure to check the Academic Affairs bulletin board regularly.
