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In this seminar, we will consider the phenomenon of globalization, especially the aspect of economic disparity and ethnic
conflicts. The disparity between the rich and the poor has always existed throughout history. Why is it a problem now? Today,
wars and civil wars are continuing all over the world, including the war between Russia and Ukraine and the war between
Israel and Palestinian Hamas. Are these wars quite different from the wars in the 20th century? In order to consider these
questions, this seminar will focus on the issues of U.S., social issues and wars that it has experienced. Through news articles,
related literature, video materials, and our discussion, this seminar aims to cultivate students' ability to think about complex
social issues from various perspectives. Classes will be conducted in Japanese.
