To produce results in society, it is essential to acquire not only in-depth knowledge skills in research fields but also practical
skills (= transferable skills).This course aims to understand and cultivate the practical abilities required for graduate school
graduation (the upper level of basic skills for business fundamentals, and the abilities required around the 6th to 8th year of
working adults with undergraduate degrees) by providing support for human resource development at companies.
Specifically, the program aims to recognize one's own strengths and challenges through self-understanding based on
multifaceted observation, and to connect research results with practical abilities.
