[Hard-and-fast rule of taking the course]

(i) The second foreign language class is not something that allows a student to just sit there during the lessons but urges
him/ her to positively take part in them. The student will have to maintain greater concentration and efforts than in any other
subjects so that he/she may not forget all about the lesson upon its ending.

(ii) The grammar of a second foreign language may become understandable step by step. So, remember that what is being
taught in the current lesson is logically continued from what you learned in the previous lesson.

(iii) It may be ideal to master a second foreign language by getting accustomed to it but it is often impossible to do so due
to a shortage of time. So, you will need to understand all the key points in mind and practice what you learned by using your
mouth and hands until you can speak and write without reviewing the textbook.
