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Western literature begins with two great epics of Homer, namely lliad and Odyssey. As if it had competed with these
monuments, it has produced up to these days many classic works with universal values, reflecting their own times and
regions in them. We have been deeply fascinated with it, living here in Japan of twenty first century. This lecture surveys the
contents, characteristics, and creating aspects of its principle works or masterpieces, paying special attention to the common
Pan-European features, which originate from Greek and Latin, i.e. classical literature, and motifs based on the Bible. It also
introduces the words or phrases on Western literature in the works, criticisms, and translations by our Japanese great writers,
such as Soseki, Ogai, Futabatei.
