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In this course, you will practically apply the three skills of "Slow Leadership" ("Raising a flag," "Deep listening," and
"Transforming together") acquired in Leadership Basic 2, through project-based learning under the theme of "SDGs

Bt

(Sustainable Development Goals) practice in Kyoto City."
We are currently at an ideal turning point toward an era of sustainability and diversity, requiring us to create teams that
emphasize relationships over productivity, achieving results while making the people involved happier.

In this class, by demonstrating leadership not as an organizational representative but as an individual citizen based on
existential rationality (your own values and way of life), you will deeply learn through experience how to build trustful and
co-creative relationships with team members and stakeholders. You will also learn how a situation where results naturally
follow can be created precisely because of these trustful relationships.

Specifically, you will raise your own "inner flag" regarding an SDGs theme in Kyoto City and reach out to your classmates to
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form a team. While drawing out each other's leadership, you will visit and truly "deeply listen" to the voices and wishes of
stakeholders in Kyoto City, experiencing leadership that creates new connections. For example, aiming for a "local circular
food economy," you might deeply listen to farmers and shop owners to create a collaborative action plan.
Furthermore, you will design your project using methods like the "Logic Model" (a blueprint for social change) and "Stepping
stones to the future" (attracting planned happenstance), and present your proposals through short films.

Throughout the activities, you will reflect on your personal leadership using methods like Open Dialogue. You will practically
acquire Slow Leadership aiming at two goals: practicing SDGs projects in Kyoto City and creating a creative team bound by

trust.
