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Exchange between Japan and Europe began in the 16th century, and various aspects of Japanese society and culture have
been observed by Europeans. From the mid-17th to the mid-19th century, trade was restricted due to Japan's national
isolation, but after the opening of the country, the flow of people and goods increased, and an artistic movement called
Japonism flourished in France and other Western countries. In this course, through analysis of the works produced by the
movement, students will deepen their understanding of Japanese and European culture and art, as well as consider the
significance and problems of cross-cultural exchange, in order to learn how new cultures are spun out in relation to traditions
and diverse cultures.
