I | Knowledge of 20th century world history is essential to fully understand world affairs in the 21st century. However, the
Japanese educational curriculum provides few opportunities to study 20th century world history in detail before entering
university. This class aims to deepen students' understanding of the world in the 20th century through understanding the
history of the U.S. as the dominant world power in the 20th century. Specifically, we will focus on World War I, World War I,
the Vietnam War, the events leading up to the wars, the social turmoil and social movements that followed from the
perspectives of Americans. Students are expected to consider their impact on the world today, the differences between then
and now, and the lessons that can be learned from these cases. The class will make extensive use of visual materials and
will not only follow the commentaries of historians. The instructor hopes that students will learn this class as an introduction
to world history. The class will be conducted in Japanese.
