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In this seminar, we will examine the consequences of globalization, focusing particularly on the issues of economic disparity
and inter-ethnic conflict. Historically, the present era is referred to as "the Second Era of Globalization". The First Era of
Globalization (1870s-1914) came to an end with the outbreak of World War I. While the need for a “soft landing” for the
current globalization has been highlighted, the world is descending into increasing chaos--Russia’s invasion of Ukraine,
Israel’s attacks on Gaza, and the war between the U.S,, Israel, and Iran. Does globalization inevitably lead to war? Can we
apply the lessons of the past to the present? To reexamine these questions, this seminar will examine the social issues and
past wars of the United States, a country that currently exerts significant influence on the world. Through the analysis of
news articles and relevant literature, the viewing of video materials, and group discussions, the course aims to cultivate
students’ ability to consider complex social issues from diverse perspectives. The course will be conducted in Japanese.
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To deepen your understanding of the current international affairs.
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To understand the process by which wars unfold based on past examples.

To learn different perspectives on issues through group discussions.

To be able to express your opinions on social issues logically.
