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In this class, students learn about the theory and practice of educational methods in pedagogy. Specifically, students learn
the basic concepts of educational methods, how to set educational goals, and the methodologies of educational practice and
evaluation, with specific examples.
Students also learn about the use of information equipment and learning materials, with the aim of acquiring the
competencies required in schools.
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Students will be able to understand and explain the basic issues related to the educational methods.

Students will be able to apply the basic issues to practical teaching methods in schools.

Students will learn about ICT, including information equipment and learning materials, and be able to make extensive use of
ICT in the classroom.

Students will be able to reflect on their own educational methods and perspectives, and add new methods and perspectives.
