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In this class, we will overview the flow of design history from the birth of modern design in the 19th century, triggered by the
Industrial Revolution, through changes in style such as Art Nouveau and Art Deco, to the modernism movement centered on
Bauhaus in the first half of the 20th century. In order to understand the social role of "design" as it has changed over time, it
is essential to understand the relationship between the products of design in each period and the society that accepted
them. In addition, a basic knowledge of design history will provide various hints for accurately understanding the context of
design in contemporary society and for thinking about design in the future.
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To be able to grasp the historical development of modern design.
To be able to understand the social and cultural background of each period and to understand design.
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To be able to deepen understanding of various perspectives on design and to be able to think independently about the
relationship between design, society, and our daily lives.
