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The history of Japanese gardens is long compared with that of other countries, and their design has undergone many
transformations across different periods. The abstract and transcendent beauty found in their spatial composition is unique
to Japan.

In this course, we will examine the characteristic aesthetic structures of each historical period from multiple perspectives,
using photographs, measured drawings, and on-site field studies.

We will also address practical issues related to the design, construction, and post-construction maintenance of exterior
spaces—both historical and contemporary—as well as their relationship with the surrounding environment, going beyond
purely theoretical discussion.

Although the class is scheduled for the fifth period on Fridays, field studies will take place the following day, making the
monthly schedule somewhat irregular. Students are therefore asked to check the class dates on Moodle before attending.
Field studies will generally be held on Saturdays at 10:30 AM and will follow the standard 90-minute class format. Admission
fees for paid sites must be covered individually by each student. All field study locations will be places that are open to the
public at all times.

If the number of participants is large, the group may be divided into two smaller groups.
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Students should understand historical formation of Japanese-style gardens.

Students should understand exterior space composition unique to Japan (kinds, historical change, and manner of
composition).
