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What is Japanese Art? This course will examine Japanese paintings from the perspective of the subject-matter (what is
depicted) and space (where and how works of art were appreciated) in order to illuminate the characteristics of traditional
Japanese paintings. Nature and landscapes familiar to the Japanese people have been depicted on the sliding doors and
folding screen placed in palaces, temples, and castles, and have been closely related to the spaces of residence and rituals.
We will explore those landscape paintings , and clarify the characteristics of how they were depicted in different periods,
schools, and genres, considering the social and cultural background of the time. Each time, a theme will be set and specific
works will be introduced in chronological order. Discussion will specifically focus on the original production contexts of the
works.
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To understand characteristics of the Japanese arts from the perspective of painting formats and spaces.
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To attain the knowledge on the subject-matters and motifs of the Japanese arts along with the historical background of the
