You
are required to acquire the skills to analyze the works or exhibitions about what you actually see--that includes exhibitions
in museums and art galleries. In order for students to be able to understand the field of curation, works of art and materials
in the collection of the University Museum may be utilized. Instructors Hirayoshi, Ido, and Motohashi will give separate course
work in different time (outside of class time), considering exhibition schedules.
