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Z | Objectives and Outline of the Course:

At the start of the year the unit, led by UAL and supported by KIT, brings together the student community for an introduction
to the course. It supports the navigation and decoding of the key themes in geo-cultural contexts. Students will be introduced
to ‘Global Collaborative Design’ as an evolving practice that underpins a practical approach to successful engagement with
global scale challenges from distinct local standpoints and contexts, building hybrid and innovative collaborative mechanisms
alongside established participatory methods. The unit introduces fieldwork as an immersive, firsthand and practical approach
to the gathering of key insights and observations which will be formative to the development of contextual understanding
and subsequent project evolution.
