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& | The purpose of the class is to consider the relationship between religion and culture, locating Buddhism in the making of our
tradition. The lecture will examine the Buddhist worldview by comparing it to the monotheistic worldviews of Judaism,
Christianity, and Islam. It will then consider Zen Buddhism's "the Ten Cow-herding Pictures" and "haikai" world of Japanese
poet Basho, based especially on "Okunohosomichi (The Narrow Road to the Deep North)" as examples of Buddhist culture.
We would like to incorporate the reading of Buddhism in English.
