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Z | This course aims to examine the history of literary criticism through a focused study of "The Turn of the Screw" by Henry
James. By tracing how interpretations of the text have evolved over time, students will gain an understanding of how literary
readings are shaped by changing critical approaches. In particular, the course explores the shift from text-centered readings,
which emphasize formal elements such as narrative structure and point of view, to approaches that foreground historical,
social, and cultural contexts. It also introduces a range of critical theories—including New Criticism, psychoanalytic criticism,
feminist criticism, and post-structuralism—to demonstrate how a single text can generate multiple and sometimes conflicting
interpretations.
