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In this class, we explore the academic methods for the studies of art in following ways. To study artworks from a historical
point of view, it is necessary to examine the social, religious and literal context in which each artwork was produced. At the
same time, it requires a comparative perspective on how a particular work of art relates to the works produced before and
after it. The lecture will approach the historical study of works of art by demonstrating multiple works of art to the students
and describing the differences between them as a starting point.

There are various methods for studying art. In this class, we will read an article on the methodology based on basic
concepts such as "style," "interpretation," and "system" each week, and the significance and problems of each methodology
will be discussed.

The second half of the class will cover methodology and practice. Students will be asked to make a presentation on
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their own target work, based on the previous discussions.
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Acquire methodologies based on the basic concepts of academic study of the arts.
