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First, students are expected to observe and analyse certain social problems which threaten our real world from a diverse
perspective. After this, they try to define specific part of the problems to be solved by design, and finally discuss the actual
processes of design solution as they consider human and ecologically-oriented methods for the future.

The teachere in charage directs the students in relation to his/her field(s) of specialty and has abundant experience in
design obtained while working within a company as well as an independent interior designer. So each lecture is given on
both academic and practical bsis.
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Students will approach social and everyday problems and explore proposals in the context of their own field of expertise.
